Huntley Middle School Parents,
Guardians, and Community

As the weather turns warmer and outdoor
activities begin, the students become less
focused on school. Their social life, sports,
and end of the year events become huge
distracters. It is important that both home and
school are encouraging students to make good
choices. We have recently seen an increase in
the inappropriate use of cell phones. The policy
is that students may have cell phones at school
as long as they are off and out of sight in the
student’s locker. The students are text
messaging each other and receiving text
messages throughout the day. Some of these
messages are extremely disturbing. We
strongly recommend that parents monitor their
child’s cell phone content. Those students who
are found to have cell phones with
inappropriate content will not be allowed to
have them at school. Please encourage your
children to use their cell phones responsibly.

Another request for parents, one that | often
make this time of the year - as we head into
warm weather; we would really appreciate it if
you would help to make sure your child is
dressed in a manner for school and will remain
appropriate once he/she arrives at school.
Without help from parents, we often see tops
that show bare midriff and cleavage, as well as
skirts and shorts that are too short for school. |
do know, particularly with the tops, that the
student may leave the house with a sweater or
sweatshirt on and then take it off at school, so
you may not realize that the student is dressed
inappropriately. Whatever help you can give us
will be most appreciated, and will help us
maintain an atmosphere conducive to learning
throughout the spring -- thank you!

In order to help students be more successful
please remember to build Assets. “Asset-
building” is a term used to define helping youth
experience more positive external and internal
experiences in their lives. Researchers have
learned about the experiences, attitudes,
behaviors, and the number of Developmental
Assets at work in these young peoples lives.
Studies reveal strong and consistent
relationships between the number of Assets
present in their lives and the degree to which
they develop in positive and healthful ways.
Results show that the greater the numbers of
Developmental Assets experienced by young
people, the more positive and successful their
development; the fewer the number of assets
present, the greater the possibility youth will
engage in risky behaviors. In short, the
majority of young people in this country are
lacking in sufficient Developmental Assets
needed for healthy development.

External Asset #2 — Positive Family
Communication: Young person and her or his
parent(s) communicate positively, and young
person is willing to seek advice and counsel
from parent(s).

Internal Asset #26 — Caring: Young Person
places high value on helping other people.
